Works Sanctuary of the Muses 
of Wouri

The muses of Wouri represent 
the Miengu, the spirits of the 
waters of the Wouri River. They 
live there and protect the initiates 
who venture into their waters 
seeking the message to convey to 
the people. 

They have opened their portal 
where each one, equipped with 
the sacred vessel, performs the 
ritual. One pours the old water 
representing the old cycle and 
the other carries the new vessel 
with the message that will rise to 
the surface.

Each person is like a portal and 
like the water in which our bodies 
reside. The muses are housed in 
the mantle of Uranus (composed 
of water, methane, and ammo-
nia) and also represent its nine 
main rings. 

They interact within the set-
ting like spirits watching over 
this cradle, gradually allowing 
their souls to be drawn towards 
the source (the core).
